Activities with the Sight Word Cards

1. Cut out the cards and bound them together in a flip book.  Keep this book in the car for the child to read through as they ride in the car.

2. Spell the different words in the book and then ask them to say what you spelled.

3. Give words that rhyme with the words and then ask them to tell you the word.  (You could do this for any number of words and not just the sight words.)

4. Find the words in another book, magazine or newspaper and circle them or ask the child to circle all the words s/he can read.

5. Place the words on post it notes and place them around the house for the child to read.

6. With more than one child, take turns showing the cards.  If they can read the word out loud they get to keep the card.  If they can’t the other child gets a turn.  The one with the most cards at the end wins.

7. Print two sets of cards and play concentration.  In order for the child to keep the pair, they have to read the word.

8. Give a spelling test with the words. 

9. Create an obstacle course with the words posted throughout. Before they can advance onto the next stage of the course they have to read the word.

10. Use the words to try to make a sentence.  Example: “We run away.”  Work in a group to make as many sentences as you can and write them down.  You may also want to place some noun cards in there as well or they could use other words but must be able to read them.
11. Place the cards in alphabetical order, reading each one as they do it.  (They might only be able to put the first letters in alphabetical order.)

12. Print the cards with an action on the other side.  When they read the word they have to do the action on the other side such as jump three times or wiggle your nose.  (The funnier the action the better.)
